eDARTS Stock Order System Communications Plan

1. Overview
The Directorate of Logistics-Washington (DOL-W) is introducing a new online version of DARTS (Defense Automated Requisition Tracking System), called eDARTS Stock Order System.  The web-base eDARTS Stock Order System has many improvements over the old DARTS version.  A big advantage of the new system is that it does not require any special software such as (Progress Client) to be loaded on the workstations. The only software that is needed on the user workstation is a standard browser, such as Internet Explorer. The new eDARTS Stock Order service is made available to all DOL-W customers through eOAA portal site, http://eoaa.hqda.pentagon.mil, which is accessible from .mil and .gov networks.

2. New Features
· The ability to specify a Point of Contact other than the Initiator.

· The ability to specify a delivery location. 

· Group Routing improvements including the ability to "release" or return an item to pending so that another group member may access it.

· Current Action (status) and Holder information displayed on the eDARTS Stock Order Entry form.
3. Software Requirements
· Microsoft Internet Explorer 5.5 or higher with 128-bit encryption is highly recommended. Note that Netscape does not conform to W3C standards for 4.0 version and higher browsers and pages may not display properly if a Netscape browser is used. 

· JavaScript should be enabled. 

· In memory cookies should be enabled.

·  Privacy settings for Internet Explorer must not be set higher than Medium High. 

· Adobe Acrobat Reader.

4. Hardware Recommendations
· 133 MHz or higher processor (Pentium III recommended). 

· 64 MB RAM (128 Mb recommended). 

5. How to get access to eDARTS Stock Order
· If you are an Agency Point of Contact and you have currently filled out data collection forms for the DCC-W eDARTS, eDARTS Stock Order will be added to your services under DOL-W and you may begin using eDARTS Stock Order immediately.  If you would like to add personnel and/or add or change routing paths or you did not complete the data collection forms for DCC-W’s eDARTS, please complete the Organization Data Collection Forms, available on the eOAA Portal, and then contact the Application Support Desk HQDA Business Applications Support Services (703-693-5014). The eOAA portal is accessible to .mil and .gov users only. On your first visit to the site, you will need to register yourself by clicking on the “Register” button. The system will immediately send you an email with a User ID and a Password upon the completion of registration form.
Once you get your ID, you can log on to the eOAA Portal. In the Portal Window, simply click on the eDARTS Stock Order button under DOL-W. On a successful login, you will be taken to the eOAA services screen.  The actual services available to each user will depend on what other services the user has registered for.  

· If you are not currently an end user of eDARTS Stock Order, and would like to become one please contact your agency POC by sending an authorization request with your valid Department of Defense Activity Address Code (DODAAC) to the DOL-W.

6. Training
Training will be offered in two forms: online web-based training and classroom training. Online training will be accessible through web portal and users will be able to train themselves at their own pace. Class training is already available through the Applications Support Desk, HQDA Business Applications Support Services (703-693-5014). Classes last approximately four hours and are given several times a month.

7. Migration  

As a part of migration to eDARTS Stock Order, existing data will be migrated from current system to the eDARTS Stock Order System.  Following items will be migrated:

· Stock Orders:  Open FY 2002 Orders and FY 2003 Orders.
· Stock Order History:  All DARTS Stock Order requisitions initiated in FY 2001 and 2002.
8. Implementation Schedule
An implementation schedule has been developed and is available on the eOAA web page.  The eDARTS Stock Order will be accessible on or about 1 May 2003.
